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Citizen/CSC Ratio by Region (Total: 13 regions)

This graph shows the number of Citizens per CSC in each region.  Data is 
based on the 2001 Census that included only citizens of Greece.  Immigrants 
living in Greece were not included in this Census.
Clearly, those regions that do not include large urban areas display a much 
better ratio of citizens per CSC.  The regions of Attika  (Athens) and Central 
Macedonia  (Thessaloniki) demonstrate a high citizen/CSC ratio since they 
also host a large number of public organizations, therefore a higher 
distribution of CSCs in these regions was not considered necessary.
A smaller number of Citizens per CSC means better service.
