Mypage to be released as Open Source Software

Press release 17/2007 from the Ministry of Administration and Reform

Norge.no plans to release the source code for the citizen’s portal Mypage. This will make it possible for other development projects to share the solution. It will also possibly contribute to the standardisation of information exchange and presentation of digital services from public sector. It also opens up for further development which in turn can be reused in Mypage later. 
- I am concerned about reuse of public ICT solutions in order to make the most of public resources, says Minister of Administration and Reform Heidi Grande Røys. – We therefor welcome the initiative from Norge.no to release the source code for Mypage, to open up for better sharing of the solution.

Free software is software released under special licenses. The user gets access to the source code in a man-readable format and the right to change and develop the code.

Norge.no is working with the practical side of the release and necessary clarifications. A specific date is not decided but Norge.no plans the release of the Mypage source code in the second half of 2007.
